Harewood Estate was planted in the 1980s as a source vineyard for Chandon

Sparkling. Eventually it became a source vineyard for lauded winery Howard

Park - being the primary fruit source for their quite famous Scotsdale Road
Chardonnay.

James Kellie was the Dux of the winemaking course at Charles Sturt Uni in
Wagga Wagga, as a result he was offered a winemaking role with Howard Park for
a vintage. By 1998 James had started making the wines for Harewood Estate, as
part of his now permanent role at Howard Park. In 2003 the couple who owned
Harewood decided it was time for them to retire, so James and Careena Kellie
bought Harewood Estate and started retaining the fruit for their own wine,
leading to the end of the Howard Park Scotsdale Road Chardonnay!

More than twenty vintages later, the purpose of Harewood Estate is to
demonstrate the diversity and capacity of the Great Southern district of
Western Australia. Six hours south of Perth and drawing its weather from
Antarctica (rather than the Indian Ocean, like Margaret River), the Great
Southern is the largest appellation in the world, it is truly cold in parts
(Porongurups and Denmark) and continental (warm during the day, cold at night)
in Mt Barker and Frankland River.

As a result, Harewood Estate are able to present classic examples of classic
grapes, that require different climates - riesling, chardonnay and pinot noir
from the cooler districts and shiraz and cabernet sauvignon from the warmer
inland districts.

GULLYVIEW ESTATE - CLARE VALLEY, SA

Anthony and Christine Koerner purchased Gullyview Vineyards on I5th May
[987. From these beginnings, they built a reputation for producing some of
Australia’s highest-quality grapes. Rather than making wine themselves, they
focused solely on viticulture, supplying fruit to a small selection of respected
wineries and winemakers.

In 2023, their son Jono Koerner, together with his partner Megan Jenkin,
established Gullyview Estate. The wines pay homage to Anthony and
Christine’s life’s work, thoughtfully crafted to express the character of the
vineyard and the place they proudly call home.

Prior to founding Gullyview Estate, Jono spent a decade in business with
his brother Damon Koerner, co-founding Koerner Wine in 2014. After ten
successful years, the brothers chose to pursue individual paths and with this
Jono began the next chapter with Gullyview Estate.

Gullyview Estate is located in Leasingham, in the southern Clare Valley.
The vineyard is planted on terra rossa and red clay over limestone soils, at
elevations ranging from 350 to 450 metres above sea level. Cold nights and
warm days create significant diurnal temperature variation, producing acid

driven, fruit-forward wines with clarity and precision.
